The goal of the conference 

The goal of the conference is to facilitate the exchange of current research ideas and to contribute to 

mutual communications and possible collaborations for ring and module theory in China-Japan-Korea. 

Ring and module theorists of other countries are also very much welcomed to the conference. 

 

 Registration 

(1) Must register in advance: All participants should be registered by March 25, 2011,  

 visiting the website: http://cjk-icrt.khu.ac.kr/ 

 (2) Registration fee:  165,000 Korean Won (about 150 US dollars) for each participant;  

   110,000 Korean Won (about 100 US dollars) for each accompanying person. 

Registration fee should be paid upon arrival. All participants are expected to arrive 

on June 27 (Mon.) and depart on July 2 (Sat.), 2011. 

The registration fee includes soft drinks, banquet, local sightseeing during the 

conference, but does not include meals and the accommodation fee. 

 

Abstracts 

Each participant must submit a one page abstract of contributed presentations. It will be printed in a 

booklet which will be distributed to all participants. Abstracts should be prepared using a LaTeX style file.  

Abstracts (including titles and affiliations) should be submitted on line through the website.

 Only the tex source file is required. All abstracts must be submitted by March 25, 2011. 
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Proceedings 

The proceedings of the conference will be published if a sufficient number of manuscripts are submitted on 

time. All papers for the proceedings will be referred to achieve a high scientific level. 

 

Accommodation 

 During the conference, all participants can stay at the Dormitory of Kyung Hee University. 

Each room is equipped with 2 single beds / a private shower / bath room /wired LAN and AC (FCU).  

The accommodation fee per room for one night is 35,000 Korean Won (about 34 US dollars).
